he Pharmacy Practice Residency (PGY1)
I at the Philadelphia VAMC is designed to
allow the development of the resident into
a competent clinical practitioner who will
contribute to positive outcomes in the practice of
pharmacy. Approximately half of the rotations are
in the inpatient setting, and half of the rotations are
in the ambulatory care setting. The program will
focus on the development of skills in a variety of
practice settings including acute care, ambulatory
care, administration, drug information, and research.
